Families & Schools: Teaming 
for Student Success

(1 Hour) 

This interactive session provides an 
overview of research highlighting 5 keys 
to family involvement in early childhood. 
Participants will discover a variety of tools 
and best practices for building meaningful 
home-school partnerships and promoting a 
positive school climate for all families. Early 
childhood professionals will receive a wealth 
of strategies and innovative ideas for actively 
engaging families in the teaching and learning 
process.
